reconstruction of Irag. It serves as a gate-
way and bridge for companies wishing to do
business with Irag.

, the German Ambas-
sador in Damascus gave a brief account of
the economic situation in Syria and referred
to the positive trend in some sectors, such
as telecommunications and information
technology. The establishment of private
banks also demonstrates some progress.
Wenzel underlined the great potential of
the private sector in Syria. He pointed to
some sectors, such as tourism and tele-
communications as well as other services.

Recent political and economic develop-
ments in Irag, which have been affected by
the escalation of violence, were described
by from the German
embassy in Baghdad. The country has
great potential: It has large oil reserves, suf-
ficient water as well as a well-trained and
educated population. But there are also the
consequences of dictatorship, political
sanctions and wars. The USA will support
Iraq with US-$ 20 bn, Germany with Euro
200 m annually. The training of Iragi securi-
ty personal is one of the main German issu-
es. Bubendey informed the audience that in
spite of some positive aspects, the country

has reached a tipping point. The supply
situation with water and electricity is disa-
strous, unemployment rates are between
21% - 70%. Malnutrition and a high infant
mortality are some of the deficits. Due to
terror and sabotage, Iraq is unable to
exploit its huge oil reserves properly. It pro-
duces at present between 1.2 and 1.6 milli-
on b/d. Bubendey criticized the present
situation and said that the only working eco-
nomic branch was the security sector. All
these hindrances have to be removed. For
German companies, there are possibilities
in reviving old economic connections and in
sectors like electricity, telecommunications,
cement and plant engineering. Once securi-
ty hindrances are removed, there will be
very good economic chances for German
companies, because the historical connec-
tions to Iragq have always been positive. The
Foreign Office warns against travel to Iraq
but it is possible for German companies to
be represented by Iraqgi agents.

, the Ambassador of Ger-
many in Sana’a called upon the audience to
make use of the vast opportunities which
Yemen offers. Yemen earned some 80% of
its export revenues and some 75% of its
state income through oil sales. But these
sources will come to an end soon and so
the country has to find other economic
branches. This diversification of the eco-
nomy is a hig chance for German invest

ments. Yemen still suffers from electricity
shortages. This opens new opportunities for
German companies, especially for those
companies with new technologies and a
specialisation in alternative energies. Water
is another issue of importance. The country
has to deal with severe water shortages.
Great opportunities exist for companies
which offer desalination plants and water
saving technologies. H.E. Mann emphasi-
zed that the Yemeni government has crea-
ted a suitable environment for foreign
investments and urged German companies
to step up their activities in Yemen.

At the end of the conference,

from the German For-
eign Office gave a brief summary of the poli-
tical situation in the region. In spite of politi-
cal problems in Iran, Syria, Iraq, Israel and
Palestine, the region is enjoying positive
economic development. Also Algeria is sho-
wing optimistic progress. These countries
have a big potential and are in a dynamic
process.

Mr Freitag recapitulated the following
aspects:

1. Structural diversification,

2. a good image of Germany in the
region and

3. the support of bilateral contacts and
bilateral trade agreements will help to
bring a treaty to success.

UAE - Germany Partnership Forum

A;ter the two highly
uccessful German - UAE
economic gatherings held in
2004 and 2005 a third such
event was held from 9th - 11th
May 2006 in Munich. Its aim
was to further strengthen the
economic and trade relations
between the two countries.

Abdurrahman Al-Mutaiwee,
Director General of the Dubai
Chamber of Commerce and
Industry (DCCI), who was
among the organizers of the
forum underlined the impor-
tance of the event and said:
"This forum will contribute to
enhance the strategic econo-
mic partnership between the
UAE and Germany, set up
more joint enterprises, attract
German investment and know-how to the
UAE, as well as acquaint the Germans with
Dubai's economic potentials and the invest-
ment opportunities available in the UAE in
general".

The exhibition attracted over 5000 trade visi-
tors from Germany and further European
countries and hosted 60 pavilions. It was
inaugurated by the UAE Minister of Eco-
nomy and Planning H.H. Sheikha Lubna
Bint Khaled Al Qassimi, who stressed that
the UAE strived to enhance the economic
and trade cooperation between the two
countries to benefit from Germany's techno-
logical expertise and know-how in order to
foster the economic development in the
UAE.

Among the speakers at the forum were
H.E. Salah Salem Bin Omair Al Shamsi,
President of the Federation of UAE Cham-
bers of Commerce & Industry, H.H. Sheikh
Tariq Bin Faisal Al Qassimi, President of
the Sharjah Economic Department, and
H.E. Khaled Bin Sulayem, Director of the
General Department of Tourism & Commer-
ce Marketing as well as Salma Hareb, CEO-
Jebel Ali Free Zone, and Khalid Al Malik,
CEO Dubai Industrial City.

H.E. Salah Salem Bin Omair Al Shamsi
emphasized that it is strategically beneficial
to German businesses to place parts of the
production in the UAE because of the easy
access to markets in Asia, Africa and other
countries in the Gulf Region and the Middle
East with over 1.5 billion consumers.

Also the time to make investments is very

opportune. "We have openings for investors
in all sectors of the economy. Our investe-

ments in the last decade exceeded 400 billi-
on dollars and this has opened the gate of
investment opportunities without any strings
attached to them. We have no tax on perso-
nal or corporate income and have a very low
rate of customs tariff. We also have one of
the best infrastructure facilities in the world,
with modern air and seaports, communicati -
ons system and road network. There is also
no restriction on the repatriation of profit or
the capital," H.E. Al Shamsi added.

The U.A.E. also earned top position in the
international credit rating in 2005, which

means investments there are
safe.

In several seminars, speakers
from private companies
covered a diverse selection of
sectors ranging from tourism,
to financial services to health
and life sciences as well as
many others.

Giving an outlook on the
development of the markets,
all the speakers of the Indu-
strial and Business Develop-
ment seminar agreed that the
markets were booming and
that the boom is expected to
continue over the next 15
years.

In 2005 the U.A.E.'s GDP amounted to 98.1
billion USD (with a population of 4.4 Milli-
on).Some 60% of the GDP was generated in
Abu Dhabi. In 2004, Germany had a share of
over 7% of all UAE imports and was thus the
4th largest export partner of the UAE. Ger-
man exports amounted to 3.6 hillion USD in
2004 and grew by 21.3 % to 4.3 billion in
2005. This growth has continued in the first
quarter of 2006 (+27.2%), and Germanys
imports from the U.A.E. have risen by
103.4% during the same period.

Dubai Investment Group acquires
"Markisches Zentrum" in Berlin

DIG Real Estate & Hospitality, a subsidi-
ary of Dubai Investment Group (DIG),
takes over the shopping centre "Markisches
Zentrum" in the north of Berlin, Germany.
Dubai Investment Group is the worldwide
operating investor of Dubai Holding which is
based in the emirate Dubai. DIG administra-
tes a wide portfolio of direct and indirect
investments in the fields of financing, com-
mercial areas, telecommunication and
hotels. It concentrates on investments which
offer high and long-term performance. The
acquisition of the shopping centre at a price
of 88 million Euro shall contribute to the
developing presence of DIG in the German
market. The first acquisition in Germany of
DIG was the "Hansecenter" in Rostock. The
attractiveness of the shopping and leisure
opportunities in the centre in the northern
part of Berlin, Reinickendorf, shall be upva-
lued by planned modernization measures.

"Mérkisches  Zen-
frum" was construc-
ted in the seventies |¥%
and has been enlar-
ged in 2002. With
35,000 visitors every
day the shopping
centre is the biggest
one in the north of
Berlin. The annual
income from rent is
about 7.4 million
Euro from 120 shop §
tenants. The mana- L4
gement of the centre
will be organised by
Donaldson Deutsch-

land. The financing
of the transaction
was supported by Merrill Lynch International,
the consultant was Colliers International.
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Afghanistan

World Bank credit for urban water sector
project

The World Bank's Board of Executive Direc-
tors recently approved a US-$ 40 million
grant for the Afghanistan urban water sector
project. The objectives of this project are to
initiate actions to transform the Central Aut-
hority for Water Supply and Sewerage
(CAWSS) into a technically viable operation,
to establish the financial sustainability of the
Afghan Urban Water Supply and Sanitation
Company (AUWSSC) and to increase the
reliability of water supply service in Kabul.

Bahrain

Bahrain-Qatar causeway

Construction work on the 40 km Bahrain-
Qatar causeway which will link the archipela-
go of Bahrain with the Qatari peninsula to the
east is due to start in summer this year. The
50-month project will cost US-$ 3bn.

Action plan to combat desertification
Bahrain's strategy and action plan to combat
desertification are currently being drafted in
co-operation with the UNDP and the UNEP.
The strategy aims at putting an end to the
depletion of ground water and safeguarding
existing agricultural land. For this reason, the
ministry is implementing a plan to increase
the production of treated sewage water for
the irrigation of agricultural land. It includes
producing 73 cubic metres of treated sewa-
ge water a year to irrigate 3,500 hectares of
agricultural land and trees planted on road-
sides.

Egypt

Japan finances tourism development and
environmental projects

The Japan Bank for International Cooperati -
on (JBIC) and the Egyptian government sig-
ned official development assistance (ODA)
loan agreements totaling US-$ 348.5 m. The
loans will contribute to financing tourism
development and environmental projects,
such as the construction of the Grand Egyp-
tian Museum and the Environmental
Pollution Abatement Project. Following the
agreements, the Culure Ministry invited bids
regarding the project management consul-
tancy on the estimated US-$ 600-700 m
Grand Egyptian Museum project.

New air traffic control tower

In conjunction with the new runway at Cairo
International Airport, a new 100-metre air
traffic control (ATC) tower, named the Papy-
rus tower, is scheduled to be awarded by
October 2006. In April, work for the new run-
way was awarded to the local EI-Nasr Gene-
ral Contracting Company (Hassan Allam).

Iran

New Airport for Chahbahar Free Trade
Zone

Mohammad Saied Tavakkol, Managing
Director of the Chabahar Free Trade Zone
(CFTZ0), announced that plans are under-
way to build a new airport in Chabahar in the
near future. Work on the new airport will
begin within the next few months and will be
funded by the CFTZO. In addition, CFTZO
intends to establish a port, a railway and a
car production factory over the next few
months.

Flower of the East takes shape

Work on the planned multi-faceted tourism,
housing, commercial and recreational com-
plex on the Persian Gulf island of Kish is
expected to begin soon. The project is being
developed by a local/German private com-
pany (The Flower of the East Development
Company) and is scheduled for completion
by 2010. The US-$ 2 billion project will cover
an area of 237 ha which is divided into seven
construction zones. It will include five hotels
and a convention centre as well as recrea-
tional facilities. Contracts on utilities, road
and general construction are expected to be
awarded in the second half of the current
year. Consultancy for infrastructure is done
by Fichtner.

Bid submission date for upgrading of
Isfahan refinery extended

The bid date for the upgrading work on the
refinery has been extended by two months
from 30 June 2006. The US-$ 1.5 billion pro-
ject is open to local contactors with nomina-
ted foreign subcontractors. Among the for-
eign companies expected to participate are
Uhde and Lurgi. The client is the National
Iranian Oil Refining & Distribution Company.
The project is part of the government's
efforts to expand domestic refining capacity.

Iraq

EC prepares EUR 200 million

Following the nomination of the new lIragi
government the European Commission (EC)
will provide EUR 200 million to continue sup-
porting Iraq reconstruction in 2006. This new
contribution is an addition to the already
allocated EUR 518 million provided between
2003 and 2005 and will be used to improve
the quality of life for Iragis, to further
democracy and to promote good governan-
ce.

State Company Ur for Aluminium Fabrication
has spent US-$ 1.6 million to rehabilitate and
upgrade state-owned aluminium manufactu-
ring firms across the country. A statement by
Ur said the company found that many Iragi

firms would be interested in aluminium pro-
ducts. It added that Ur has recently singed
contracts worth US-$ 3.6 million with private
enterprises to supply them with aluminium
and copper bars.

Grant for social protection

The World Bank signed a grant agreement
with the Ministry of Labor and Social Affairs
of the Republic of Irag on June 3, 2006 to
help strengthen the country's capacity to
reform social safety net and pensions pro-
grams to better assist poor and vulnerable
populations. The US-$ 8 million Emergency
Social Protection Project is financed by a
multi-donor Iraq Trust Fund administered by
the World Bank. The World Bank Iraq Trust
Fund, within the International Reconstruction
Fund Facility for Irag, has financed twelve
projects amounting to nearly US-$ 400 milli-
on to improve education, health, irrigation
and drainage, telecommunications, urban
infrastructure, and water supply and sanitati-
on. The World Bank has also approved a
US-$ 100 million International Development
Association credit for the education sector.

New free-trade zone

A senior official at the regional Kurdish
government disclosed that a new free-trade
zone is to be built in the Kurdish Province of
Sulaimaniya. According to Mohammed Kare-
em, head of the Investment Authority in the
province, the works on the 5-million square
meter zone are expected to start soon and
several foreign companies will take part in
building it. The project is expected to boost
trade and commercial links between the
region and neighbouring states.

Kuwait

Tax reform

The Council of Ministers (cabinet) approved
a draft law that would reduce the 55 per cent
corporate tax on profits of foreign firms ope-
rating in Kuwait to 15 per cent. Another pro-
posal of the Finance Ministry is less likely to
come into force. The ministry suggests intro-
ducing an income tax of 10 per cent on both
nationals and non-nationals working in
Kuwait.

Oman

Four more tourism projects

Oman Tourism Development Company and
Orascom Hotels & Development have for-
med a joint venture (Muriya) to develop four
tourism projects in the sultanate at Qurum in
Muscat, Salalah, Sifah and Al-Soda including
luxury hotels, gulf courses, a marina, mall
and cinema, and office and retail outlets.

Masterplan for Dugm
Tender has been issued for the project
management consultancy contract on the
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development of a port, airport, new town,
hotels and tourism facilities at Dugm inclu-
ding an industrial and a free trade zone.

Internet and Telecom

The Telecommunications Regulatory Autho-
rity is planning to issue internet service pro-
vider licenses. Currently, Omantel is the only
internet provider in the sultanate with its 2.5
m inhabitants. The number of internet sub-
scribers is expected to increase substantiak
ly from currently 65,000. The government is
also planning to issue a second fixed-line
license.

Pakistan

Punjab-irrigation sector development
policy loan

The World Bank approved recently a US-$
100 million loan, which will provide financing
to a major provincial reform agenda in Pun-
jab to improve institutional and policy
reforms, water resources management
reforms, irrigation service delivery reforms,
and reforms to improve water use efficiency
and on-farm productivity.

Saudi Arabia

Landbridge Project

Four consortia have been qualified to pre-
sent their offers to implement the landbridge
project. It links the country's east coast with
its west coast by rail and involves the con-
struction of 950 km new railway tracks bet-
ween Riyadh and Jeddah and 115 km new
tracks between Dammam and Jubail. The
four consortia are led by Saudi Binladen
Group - Deutsche Bahn and Siemens are
part of this consortium -, Bouygues, Mada
Industrial and Commercial Investment Com-
pany, and Public Warehousing Company.

New economic city

Saudi Arabia plans to build a new economic
city in the Hail region in the north of the King-
dom at a cost of US-$ 8 billion. The econo-
mic city will host agricultural and mineral
industries and will have an education zone, a
residential area with 30,000 housing units,
an airport, a railway service and a dry dock.

Container terminal

The King Abdul Aziz Port in Dammam will
become a container terminal on the basis of
build, operate and transfer system (BOT).
The announced project involves the con-
struction of a jetty with four container lifting
cranes, container handling and support
equipment, a workshop and storage depots.

Housing units
King Abdullah has approved plans to build
16,000 housing units during 2006. This is the

first phase of the national housing plan which
includes the construction of 64,000 housing
units in all regions of Saudi Arabia over the
next four years.

Cement plant

German CEMAG Anlagenbau GmbH signed
a pre-contract for the design and construc-
tion of two cement production plants in Saudi
Arabia. These two new plants shall produce
3.3 million tons of cement per year. The
Kingdom is pressed to raise the production
of cement to cope with the increased
demand for cement caused by a real estate
boom and huge infrastructure projects.

Syria

Development of Deir Ezzour region

In order to develop the region of Deir Ezzour
in the northeast of Syria, Prime Minister Ottri
opened a new headquarters of the governo-
rate in Deir Ezzour. Foundations have alrea-
dy been laid in this region for a land reform
and irrigation, as well as the building of a
heart surgery center and the establishment
of the "Euphrates University".

Free-trade zone

Work has started on a border free-trade
zone between Iraq and Syria, near al-Yaaba-
riya. According to government sources the
cost of the 60,000 square meter customs
free-zone is expected to reach US-$ 20 mil-
lion. The project is included in a fifteen year
plan of the Damascus government, which
includes special funds for developing Syria's
eastern areas.

Turkey

Turkish Trade with Iraq

Trade with Iraq reached a volume of US-$
161.4 million in the first quarter of 2006 and
was thus larger than that with the EU coun-
tries which comes to US-$ 119.2 million. The
goods mainly were delivered to Iraq are
yarn, carpets and food.

Foreign Direct Investment

In 2005, foreign direct investment amounted
to US-$ 8.2 hillion, 45% of which went to the
sector banking. Other important sectors to
be mentioned are telecommunications and
real estate investments.

UAE

New council for promotion of investment
flow

UAE President Sheikh Khalifa bin Zayed Al
Nahyan issued a law on the establishment of
the Abu Dhabi Investment Council recently.
The council, an independent corporate body
which is based in Abu Dhabi, will be under

the leadership of the UAE President and will
replace the Abu Dhabi Investment Authority.
The new Law specifies that all of the Coun-
cil's investments are tax-exempted. The Law
aims to invest the money set aside by the
government for investment inside and outsi-
de of the emirate, and diversifying invest-
ments to have a balanced portfolio, as well
as providing enough guarantees on invest-
ment. Abu Dhabi is diversifying its economy
by liberalising investment laws and initiating
large development projects.

Yemen

Expansion of San'a International Airport
The US-$ 240 million third phase of the air-
port expansion project is expected to be ten-
dered soon. It includes constructions works
0N a new runway, a new control tower, a fire
fighting station, car parking lots and feeder
roads. The contracts for the first and the
second phases of the project have already
been awarded to Beijing Company for Con-
struction and Engenineering Company. Work
on the first phase is already under way.
According to the Civil Aviation and Met Aut-
hority (CAMA), the expected termination
date of the project is October 2008.

Tender due for Aden flyover

A design tender is under preparation for an
estimated $55 million project to build a flyo-
ver linking the port at Ma'alla to Aden Con-
tainer Terminal (ACT). The dual carriageway
will have a length of about two kilometres,
and aims at alleviating congestion in the city.

Saudi German Hospital inaugurated in
Sana'a

A new 300-bed hospital, launched by the
Saudi German Hospital Group (SGH), was
opened recently in Sana'a by President
Abdullah Saleh. The Saudi German Hospital
Sana'a includes all medical specialities using
the most sophisticated and up-to-date inter-
national medical equipments. Siemens
Medical Solutions has equipped the hospital
with diagnostic imaging solutions, along with
a comprehensive oncology suite. The cost of
the hospital totalled some US-$ 100 million.
It was financed by Saudi investors along with
Yemeni partners, like the General Corporati-
on of Insurance, the Retirement Fund,
Yemeni Airlines, and the Kuwaiti Investment
Company. The hospital should reduce the
number of Yemeni patients travelling abroad
for medical care and specialized surgery and
could serve also as a Mayo Clinic for the
countries of Horn of Africa. The Saudi Ger-
man Hospitals, established in 1988, is consi-
dered the largest private healthcare com-
pany in the MENA region. The SGH has the
vision to design, finance, construct and ope-
rate 30 world-class hospitals in the Muslim

Double Taxation Agreement with the Uni-
ted Arab Emirates extended

The Federal Ministry of Finance announced
on June 22, 2006 that during the recent
negotiations with officials of the UAE, the
agreement for the avoidance of double taxa-
tion with respect to taxes on income and
capital and for the promotion of bilateral eco-
nomic relations was extended by a further 2
years. The treaty has been in force since
1996 and was to be suspended on August
10, 2006, but will now be retained in its pre-
vious form until August 9, 2008. The Ministry
intends to take up new negotiations on a new
double taxation agreement with the relevant
authorities of the UAE soon.

United Arab Emirates changes days of

The UAE decided recently to change the
weekend from Thursday and Friday to Friday
and Saturday in all ministries, institutions,
government departments and state and pri-
vate schools. The decision aims at offsetting
lost days in dealings with the outside world
and will come into effect in September 2006.
