A new constitution
should enable Europe to defend the
European way of life in a world, that is
changing radically, as well as strengt
hen its ability to act as a global player.

In an overview of the region of the
Near and Middle East, H.E. Verheu-
gen underlined the special responsibi-
lity of Europe to protect Israel, and
enable its Palestinian neighbours to
develop economically. Regarding

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might be used against Turkey in the
accession process. The EU needs
Turkey, and Turkey needs the EU. The
European Union is greatly responsible
for relations between Turkey and the
Western world.

H.E. Verheugen concluded by stating
that the most important challenge is
how we will arrange the relationship of
the western world to the Islamic world.
Do we want a relationship that is
based on tolerance and understan-
ding or a relationship that will lead to
conflict? Islam is a peaceful world reli-
gion, not a violent religion. We have
much more common interests than
reasons to separate.

Klaus Berning, Executive Vice Presi-
dent Sales and Marketing of Porsche
AG, welcomed the guests of the
NUMOV Gala Event 2007.
