Jahre wurde der Golf-Kooperationsrat (GCC) mit den Ländern VAE,
Saudi-Arabien, Bahrain, Katar und Oman gegründet, also alle Län-
der der Halbinsel mit Ausnahme des wirtschaftlich schwachen und
damals noch nicht wiedervereinigten Jemen.

Auch die Währungs-politik oder
die Verteidigung werden noch nicht aufeinander abgestimmt. Die
Entwicklungen sind zum Teil sehr unterschiedlich, wenn man die
Bevölkerung der kleinen Länder mit dem aufgrund hoher Geburten-
raten stark wachsenden Saudi-Arabien vergleicht. 

Ein sehr ehrgeiziges Ziel ist die gemeinsame Währung, die man in
den GCC-Staaten in einigen Jahren einführen will. Für die europäi-
schen Länder wäre dies sehr wünschenswert, da es zu zahlreichen
Erleichterungen im Handelsverkehr kommen würde. Am meisten
wird wahrscheinlich das Bankensystem davon profitieren, angeführt
von Dubai, das bereits heute Teil der "First World" ist. Es könnten
sich dann starke Institute bilden, die in der Lage wären, mit staat-
licher Unterstützung große Projekte in der Region, wie z.B. im Iran,
zu finanzieren oder sich maßgeblich am (Wieder-) Aufbau der Wirt-
schaft im Irak und Jemen zu beteiligen.

Any assistance by friends
and partners from Germany would be
most welcome. There are good exi-
sting contacts between some Syrian
and Iraqi businessmen, especially in
the northern parts of Iraq and the
central region. They can be used for
trading goods shipped to Syrian ports



There are well established relations
between Iraqi and Jordanian busi-
ness representatives including a con-
siderable amount of joint Jordanian-
Iraqi companies based in Jordan.
Transport and logistics is well organi-
zed. In addition, Jordan offers favou-
rable trade conditions through the
Association Agreement with the EU
and the Free Trade Agreement with
the USA.

interesting meeting with Osama al-
Jamali from the Organization of Arab
Petrol Exporting Countries OAPEC
who gave an interesting assessment
of the situation in Iraq .

The National Bank of Kuwait offered
a workshop about finance and ban-
king facilities for Iraq trade. The NBK
is the only Arab member of the con-
sortium which forms the Trade Bank
of Iraq (TBI); it is considering to con-
firm L/Cs issued by the TBI for trans-
actions made through Kuwait.

On 19 January the delegation partici-
pated in the official opening ceremo-
ny of the Rebuild Iraq Fair in which
1,375 exhibitors were participating.
52 German companies presented
their products with the support of the
German government. Both the
Kuwaiti Minister of Trade and Indu-
stry, Abdullah al-Taweel, and the
representative of the Iraqi Provisional
Governing Council, the Minister of
Housing Baker al-Zubaidi , visited
the German pavilion.

In the evening the members of the
delegation had good opportunities for
networking with Kuwaiti and Iraqi
partners during a dinner hosted by
the deputy chairman of the Kuwait
Chamber of Commerce, Ali Thunay-
an al-Ghanim , and a reception in the
residence of the German Ambassa-
dor in Kuwait, Dr. Werner Daum.

In Amman the German Embassy
and the Jordanian German Business
Council organized a bilateral work-
shop on 20 January (headed by the
President of the Council, Khaldoun
Abu Hassan) where Jordanian com-
panies presented their activities in
Iraq. On 21 January a trilateral Jor-
danian-German-Iraqi Business
Forum provided excellent opportuni-
ties for the presentation and discus-
sion of business transactions with
Iraq via Jordan.

The Jordanian government was
represented by the deputy Prime
Minister, on the Iraqi side the Minister
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Conclusions: 

The discussions with Iraqi offi-
cials and business representa-
tives showed that they are
very much interested in direct
contacts to German business-
men, preferable in Iraq itself.
The reputation of German
companies and products in
Iraq is still very high, and
many Iraqis are waiting for
German business to return to
Iraq as soon as possible.

Jordan can be considered as
one of the best gateways for
transactions in Central Iraq. 

of Communication, H.E. Abadi , took
part in the meeting. The head of the
German Embassy in Baghdad, H.E.
Dr. Claude-Robert Ellner , contribu-
ted actively to the meeting. Later
representatives of companies had
the opportunity for B2B talks.

In the evening there was room for
deeper discussions, hosted by the
German Ambassador, Dr. Martin
Schneller.

In general, as the institutional
framework in Iraq is still volati-
le the personal reputation and
family and tribal affiliation of
the Iraqi partners and a good
personal relationship with
them should be considered
the most important safeguards
for sound and successful
business relations.

Kuwait can be recommended
as gateway to the bordering
regions in the South using its
deep water ports.

As long as founding representations
and travelling in Iraq is very difficult
because of the security situation the
neighbouring countries also offer a
viable alternative for business with
Iraq.

As Kuwaiti banks can facilitate finan-
cing of transactions partnerships with
Kuwaiti companies can be helpful
especially for business envolving the
TBI. There are, however, still some
difficulties for Iraqis in travelling to
Kuwait as a result of the past, inclu-
ding visa procedures. Even during
the Rebuild Iraq Fair the participation
of Iraqis coming from Iraq was smal-
ler than expected. In the future the
planned Free Zone at the Iraqi Bor-
der could be a good location for com-
panies doing business in Iraq combi-
ning good infrastructure and finance
facilities in Kuwait with free access to
the Iraqi market.

For transactions through Syria alrea-
dy existing relations between Syrian
and Iraqi businessmen should be
used.

Some Iraqi businessmen recommen-
ded Dubai, where shipments could
be made using the free zones. Seve-
ral Iraqi companies are operating in
Dubai. We were told that smaller
goods were currently being transpor-
ted on Dhaus to small Iraqi harbours
which are not appropritate for larger
vessels. On their way back they are
loaded with oil barrels.
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Guest speakers at the gathering included 
Dr. Musab Alkateeb, the interim Iraqi Depu-
ty Minister for Trade, Thomas Foley, Direc-
tor of the private sector development for the
Coalition Provisional Authority (CPA) in Iraq
as well as Christian Schmidt from the
World Bank office in Washington working for
Iraq. Speakers from Germany included Dr.
Claude-Robert Ellner , Chargé d' Affaires of
Germany in Baghdad, Peter F. Mayr, Chair-
man of the Working Group Iraq of the NMI
and board member of the German Near and
Middle East Association, Dr. Horst Freitag,
Head of Special Task Force for Iraq in the
Federal Foreign Office, Hans-Dieter Spohn,
Head of Division Iran and Arab Countries in
the Federal Ministry of Economics and
Labour and Dr. Hansjörg Neun, Regional
Director for Iraq in the Ministry for Economic
Cooperation and Development.

The business gathering was opened by Udo
Böttcher, a member of the Foreign Trade
Committee of the Chamber of Commerce
Hamburg, who in his welcome speech stres-
sed the interest of German business com-

be brought into Iraq is also a major concern
for business travellers. Furthermore legal
uncertainties are an obstacle. The new Iraqi
commercial law is important for preparation
of business activities and related engage-
ments such as agents, representative offices
and investments. Mayr also emphasized that
Germany is no longer considered as "non
preferred" supplier. There has been a policy
change. He briefly mentioned different fairs
held in neighbouring countries so far. Rebu-
ild Iraq 2004, held in Kuwait on 19 January
2004, attracted some 52 German companies
and was successful. The traditional Baghdad
Fair did not take place last year. It is postpo-
ned to November 2004. The Iraqi-American
Chamber of Commerce and Industry is pre-
paring to stage a trade fair (Destination
Baghdad Expo) which will open in early April.
Mayr also spoke on the subject of personal
security and emphasized that security thre-
ats remain a problem which cannot be dis-
missed. 

Iraq is open for business 
H.E. Mr. Alkateeb, the Iraqi Deputy Minister
for Trade, gave a brief account of the present
state of Iraqi economy. He said that at pre-
sent significant political, economic and soci-
al changes were taking place which should
open up new opportunities for the rapid eco-
nomic development of the country. Iraq is
undergoing a transition from an economy
tightly controlled by the government to a free
market economy. "Our focus is to decrease
business risk for investors and alert them to
the potential, significant rewards. Investor-
friendly policies have yielded a foreign
investment law that will soon allow foreign
companies to easily register a branch office
in Iraq. Other measures include trade and
price liberalization, tariff liberalization and
banking reform." The Trade Liberalization
Policy includes a temporary 5% tariff for
reconstruction from January 2004 to 2006.
Food, medicine, clothing, and books are
excepted from this tariff. Apart from this 5%
reconstruction surcharge, Iraq's borders will
continue to remain tariff-free. He said that a
ministerial department whose mission is to
support and develop the private sector,
which was vastly neglected under the pre-
vious regime has been created. The new
Iraq has re-oriented economic relations
towards globalisation, whereby the WTO
accepted Iraq's application for "observer sta-
tus", recently. The banking sector as a key
for economic growth and the development of
the country was also mentioned. The ban-
king infrastructure is not yet fully functional.
The CPA established the Trade Bank of Iraq
as an independent entity created to facilitate
the reconstruction of Iraq by providing trade
financing services that other Iraqi financial
institutions are currently unable to offer. The
Iraq Banking Law (Order 49) allows six

munity to participate in rebuilding Iraq. Peter
F. Mayr, Managing Director of Terramar
GmbH and Chairman of the Working Group
Iraq of the NMI who chaired the gathering,
made short introductory remarks about the
present political and economic situation in
Iraq. He stressed the existing security pro-
blems which have kept back businessmen
from dealing directly with Iraqi companies. In
this context he underlined the importance of
neighbouring countries as gateways for
doing business with Iraq and emphasized
that Jordan, and to a lesser extent Kuwait
and Syria, was offering the best opportuni-
ties. The business opportunities are immen-
se but there are also a series of open ques-
tions which have to be dealt with before tra-
velling to Iraq, such as: how to travel, where
to stay, whom to contact, with whom to enter
into a contract. Insurance for equipment to

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However, the security issue remains a pro-
blem. Terrorist attacks are more targeted and
severe. Attacks on Iraqi police and foreign
troops are undertaken to destabilize the
country. The economic situation is still critical
and worse than under the embargo. Rebuil-
ding is a huge task, and in the future the
focus will be put on the efficiency of the com-
panies and not on the countries they come
from. So he urged German companies to get
in right now rather than wait till the govern-
ment is transferred to Iraqi people. There are
signs of economic recovery, Ellner said. The
property prices have gone up threefold
during the last year. The best way to enter
the market is through agents and represen-
tatives in the neighbouring countries if they
have Iraqi personnel.
He then dealt with practical issues such as
visiting Baghdad, choosing an agent, etc. He
recommended to travel to Baghdad by
plane. Royal Jordanien Airlines offers flights
from Amman to
Baghdad. Regu-
lar commercial
services will be
possible soon.
There are huge
efforts to make
the flights safer.
He also stres-
sed the impor-
tance of upco-
ming fairs. Here,
too, agents can
be used. If one
decides to go to
Baghdad, it is
advisable to use
the services of a
security compa-
ny (list of com-
panies available
at NuMOV).
These are
armed services
which can be hired at a reasonable price.
He emphasized that there are encouraging
developments in the country and that it is
time for the second largest investor after the
USA to get involved in rebuilding Iraq. The
conditions are favourable: the investment
law (Order 39) allows for 100% foreign
ownership of all economic sectors in Iraq,
except for oil, other natural resources and
real estate, and it allows full rights to repatri -
ate profits. He said that with a population of
25 million and large oil reserves Iraq is
potentially a rich country. The country offers
good opportunities for German direct invest-
ment. However, German government's
investment guarantees will be useful for Ger-
man investors: Therefore an investment pro-
tection treaty is needed. With regard to pri -
vatisation of some 194 Iraqi state-owned

foreign banks over the next five years to
enter the Iraqi market. Further banks may
purchase up to 50% of Iraqi banks. 
He also stressed the importance of regional
cooperation and mentioned Memorandums
of Understanding which have been signed
with Turkey and Iran at the end of last year
that will pave the way for full-fledged Free
Trade Agreements. 
He said that Iraq has a unique geographical
location as well as natural advantages in
distribution, logistics, transhipment and
cross-border trade with the Arab world, Tur-
key, and Iran. Further advantages are: the
Iraqi market is under-supplied in terms of a
permanent presence of international compa-
nies, but this is not likely to remain the case
for much longer, he said. He called upon the
German business community to renew their
activities in Iraq and focused in his final
remarks on wooing foreign investors to Iraq.
He underlined Iraq's vast natural resources
and its well trained low cost labour force and
a population that is inclined to entrepre-
neurship. According to Alkateeb, economic
recovery depends on massive reconstruc-
tion. He said Iraq offers vast opportunities for
foreign companies in different sectors and
was now under new management and open
for business.

The UN must take a key role
Dr. Horst Freitag, Head of Special Task
Force for Iraq in the Federal Foreign Office,
emphasized the importance of the Novem-
ber 15th agreement between the CPA and
the Iraqi Governing Council on returning
sovereignty to Iraqi people. The agreement
calls for turning over power in Iraq from the
US led CPA to a transitional Iraqi govern-
ment. So far the occupation has been an
obstacle to reconstruction efforts. The UN
must take a key role which would allow the
organisation to act as a neutral booker. Mr.
Annan and his special Advisor Lakhdar Bra-
himi are expected to make recommenda-
tions to the Security Council, the IGC and the
CPA. With regard to reconstruction Freitag
recommended that all efforts should be uni-
ted for the benefit of Iraqi people. He added
that international commitment through the
UN was necessary.  He then gave an
account of German humanitarian aid and
also other forms of support like joint training
of the police force with the UAE and mentio-
ned the work of Germany's Technical Aid
Corps (THW) as advisors on restoring clean
drinking water in Baghdad. In his opinion Ira-
q's problems could not be solved in isolation
from other problems of the region. He also
called on German companies to get involved
in Iraq again. 

Dr. Claude-Robert Ellner, Chargé d' Affaires
of Germany in Iraq, pointed out that on the
whole the situation in Iraq had improved.

enterprises, the CPA has abstained from
implementing its plans. The programme was
submitted to the Iraqi Governing Council
which decided not to go ahead with privat-
izations. Selling off state-owned enterprises
on a large-scale could lead to thousands of
layoffs which could worsen the unemploy-
ment situation.
Ellner concluded by saying that Iraqi people
of the three main population groups (Shiites,
Sunnis and Kurds) are all welcoming Ger-
man presence. German products have a
good reputation in  Iraq. In the seventies
imports of German products were as high as
EUR 3 billion.
Hans-Dieter Spohn from the Federal Ministry
of Economics and Labour said that after the
military operations and the fall of Saddam
Hussein the German government is inter-
ested in a democratic, peaceful and stable
Iraq as well as in stability in the Near and
Middle East region. Germany is providing

humanitarian aid on a large scale. The Ger-
man government made € 50 million directly
available for humanitarian assistance. It has
also provided further aid within the European
Echo Assistance measures. During the Inter-
national Donors Conference in October 2003
in Madrid the European Union pledged some
EUR 200 million, 23% of which came from
Germany. "Furthermore, as the 3rd largest
shareholder in the World Bank and Interna-
tional Monetary Fund, Germany is actively
supporting the issuance of stand-by credits
and project assistance to Iraq by these insti -
tutions."
He said that Germany will also continue to
take part in a generous restructuring of Iraqi
obligations in the Paris Club. "With roughly

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US-$ 4 billion, Germany is Iraq's third largest
bilateral official creditor, after Russia and
Japan. Prerequisites, however, will be a debt
sustainability analysis by the IMF and nego-
tiations with an internationally recognised
Iraqi government. The IMF study will proba-
bly be available in June/July 2004. We hope
that by then an Iraqi government will be in a
position to negotiate the restructuring of the
country's debt in the Paris Club."
With regard to trade finance for German
companies he pointed out that Euler Hermes
together with 17 other export credit agencies
signed a framework agreement with CPA
and the Trade Bank of Iraq last December in
Rome, allowing it to issue short-term export
guarantees in the near future. But the
question arises who might be able to take
over from the CPA as one of the guarantors
of this framework agreement after the 1. July
2004, when the CPA is dissolved. Spohn
also stressed the role German companies

could play in reconstructing Iraq's infrastruc-
ture which was built to a great extent by Ger-
man companies: it would be quite natural to
give reconstruction work to German compa-
nies. He welcomed the recent decision of the
US government in reviewing its policy. A
second lot of tenders worth some US-$ 6 bil-
lion should be open for international bids
without limitations or exclusions.
Christian Schmidt from the World Bank gave
a brief account of the Reconstruction Trust
Funds for Iraq. Schmidt said that a joint UN
and World Bank Needs Assessment report
estimated the reconstruction needs to be in
the order of US-$ 36 billion. The Assessment

covers 14 sectors and cross-cutting themes
and identifies investment needs and priori-
ties for the short and the medium term. In
addition, critical sectors that have been iden-
tified outside the UN/World Bank scope,
including security and oil, were estimated by
the CPA to cost an additional US-$ 20 billion
over the coming years. Thus the total esti-
mated cost of reconstruction is supposed to
amount to US-$ 56 billion. The Assessment
was presented to the Conference in Madrid
in October 2003 where international donors
pledged US-$ 32 billion. The amount does
not include humanitarian aid, export credits
and guarantees, and in-kind assistance offe-
red by a number of countries. 

An International Reconstruction Fund Facili-
ty for Iraq was also established. The Facility
aims to help donors channel their resources
and coordinate their work in Iraq, including
reconstruction activities, sector-wide pro-
grammes, investment projects, technical
assistance and other development activities.
The Facility comprises two independent trust
funds: the World Bank Iraq Trust Fund (ITF)
managed by the World Bank, and the UN

ty sectors are rural infrastructure, health,
education, electricity, construction, public
work, water and sanitation, transport and
telecommunication.
As far as privatization is concerned, Schmidt
argued that the CPA cannot privatise until
the next legitimate Iraqi government is in
place. He said that the World Bank could
support the transition, and he referred to its
experience in Eastern Europe. A lease pro-
gramme has been launched: it is the first
step in the direction of involving the private
sector activity in the local economy which
was dominated by the state under the pre-
vious regime. The first phase of the pro-
gramme involves 35 state enterprises in a
number of sectors. Interested companies
have been invited to lease the state compa-
nies for a period of five years. Over 100 bids
have already been received, a number of
which are from international firms or from
joint ventures between Iraqi and foreign
companies.
Dr. Neun from the Ministry of Economic Co-
operation and Development pointed out that
Iraq's status as an occupied country without
a sovereign government, its lack of security
and the insufficient authority of the UN are all
obstacles for a German engagement. In
addition, Iraq being a potentially rich country
- not a developing country in the classical
sense - is not eligible for receiving German
aid. Hence the amount of assistance was
limited to what Germany had pledged at the
conference in Madrid. Nevertheless, the
German government has been providing aid
to Iraq. Germany has been contributing to
the emergency humanitarian aid of Europe-
an Union since 1992 through "ECHO"; its
share is 23% annually. Since the end of the
coalition led war the German government
has committed some EUR 50 million for
emergency humanitarian aid and food assi-
stance. Dr. Neun mentioned several areas
within the framework of bilateral assistance
which will be promoted, such as drinking
water and waste water in North Iraq, moder-
nisation of technical vocational training and
professional training in Germany and Jor-
dan. Further cooperation areas are rural
development and provision of food, measu-
res for creating jobs and reintegration of Ira-
qis as well as training of Iraqi diplomats. The
implementation of these activities has been
approved and should not involve dispatching
of German nationalities to Iraq. Furthermore
the Ministry has decided to use the "private
public partnership" as a tool for cooperation
with Iraq. 
Thomas Foley, Director of private sector
development for the CPA, explained his mis-
sion in Iraq. His job was to establish the pri-
vate sector and to get the economy going as
well as to create jobs in the private sector.

Development Group Iraq Trust Fund (UNDG)
managed by the UNDP. A coordination Com-
mittee will ensure coherence in matching Ira-
q's national priorities with the resources avai-
lable through the two funds. 
The US-$ 32 billion which were pledged at
the conference has three major sources.
One was US-$ 18,6 from the United States,
the second was the big contributions from
the World Bank and IMF which would be
granted  on loan basis, and the third portion
is the money which comes from Japan,
Canada, the EU and the like. The World
Bank itself committed between US-$ 3 to

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Despite the 6.4% real economic growth
driven by the exceptional high oil reve-
nues in 2003, the Saudi economy is still
facing a lot of challenges that require
modernization and diversification of the
economic base. In comparing the Saudi
economy's performance with other emer-
ging and developed economies we reali-
ze that the local economic indicators are
far below other economies; as shown in
table 1. The dilemma is that through the
last two decades while real GDP has
been growing by less than 2% on avera-
ge, employment increased by only 1%
and population growth was of 3.5%. The
current economic structure of the King-
dom is dominated by crude oil production
activities, which are capital intensive and
government-owned industries. On the
other front, the existing major private sec-
tor companies are engaged into trade,
importing different goods and services,
which are known as low skill labour inten-
sive industries. Moreover, in both public
and private sectors, the growth has been
associated with big companies that
enjoyed protection from foreign competi-
tors, and domestically has got all types of
lucrative arrangements. These large-size
firms serve the domestic market which
offers limited opportunities to the sustai-
nable growth of the Saudi economy, whe-
reas the surge in their revenues assist
only marginally in increasing job opportu-
nities or integration and competition with
global enterprises. Moreover, because of
many deficiencies facing domestic firms
in developing their technical and mana-
gerial capabilities, progress will not evol-
ve naturally in the context of Saudi's pre-
sent endowments and policy framework,
or in the international context of rough
competition. 

Escalating economic prosperity could be
achieved only by participation in the glo-
bal economy. As a Saudi economist, I
believe economic reforms in Saudi Arabia
should be essentially rooted in an innova-

tive clear strategy with specific targets.
This strategy, in the short-run, should be
based on endeavouring to remedy pres-
sing competitive weaknesses, particularly
in the area of infrastructure, wile continu-
ing to bolster and build up our competiti-
ve advantages. In the medium-term, the
strategy should focus on constructing a
regulatory framework that boosts produc-
tivity and potential supply in the economy
and helps Saudi Arabia to achieve consi-
stent top quartile ranking for key measu-
re of international competitiveness. The
longer-term aim should be to transform
the Saudi economy into a source of inter-
national best practice through continued
investment in the capabilities of the Sau-
dis, the development of a true enterprise
society and the creation of so-called
knowledge assets through the promotion
of research, development and innovation.

In setting an economic strategy to the
Kingdom, there should be deep analysis
for the comparative advantages of diffe-
rent regions in the country. Each region is
unique in its ability to grow and foster

businesses. The existing industry base,
community assets, attitude of govern-
ment, available workforce, regulatory cli-
mate and other factors all work together
to create the environment for economic
development. Successful economic plans
should always recognize regional diffe-
rences and work with these differences to
craft a strategy that fits each situation. It
is very essential to the culture of Saudi
business planners and players to figure
out that there is no one-size-fits-all solu-
tion for sustaining economies. There are,
however, proven concepts and tools that
help to systematically evaluate a region
and develop strategies with a high proba-
bility of achieving desired economic
goals. 

Owing to the presence of large oil and
Gas fields in the Eastern province, con-
centration of industrial cities in the Saudi
economic plan should be in the Eastern
region cities and extensive in sub-region
areas (as Al-Jubail Royal Institution pro-
ven a successful experiment). The regio-
n's plan should focus on enhancing and
expanding oil-oriented industries (such
as steel or plastic) benefiting from the
comparative advantages in having the
lowest cost of oil production in the world
and the location near oil with no additio-
nal cost of transportation for primary sub-
stances. The first response to globaliza-
tion is to pursue these benefits by shifting
activities to low-cost locations. The plan
must recognize also the need to focus
economic development on value-added
industry segments with high multiplier
effects on the economy. These industries
need to be highly profitable whereas the
Saudi economy could transfer its compa-
rative advantages into competitive
advantages. It is essential for the strategy
to be flexible enough to accommodate
the emergence of settlement clusters
which best fit local development needs,
and also to have a potential for co-ordi-
nated action at the sub-regional level to

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secure urban and rural regeneration.
Noteworthy, in setting an industrial strate-
gy, four major challenges have to be
strongly acquiescent. 
l The growth rate of the manufacturing 

sector has been stagnant in the last 
two decades, and the output of the pri-
vate manufacturing sector in the King-
dom accounts for only 6% of GDP, 
reflecting a very small role so far for 
this sector in economic development.

l Rapid globalization and trade liberali-
zation, Saudi Arabia is facing increa-
singly stiff competition, especially 
expected after its accession to WTO.

l Saudi's traditional oil exports are loo-
sing share in the world market.

l The manufacturing sector suffers from 
many long-standing weaknesses, 
including inadequate infrastructure 
and underdeveloped industrial tech-
nology.

The Western region, however, should
possess a cohesive and ongoing regional
trade strategy, as it has the main com-
mercial port to the Kingdom in Jeddah
and other sub-ports, that could be a core
prosperous economic contributor provi-
ding a significant proportion of employ-
ment and income to Saudis. The focus
also must be on enhancing religious tou-
rism, as it has the two Holy mosques that
have continuous pilgrims all over the
year. Expanding the capacity of the
western region to receive more pilgrims
every year, is one of the key elements to
achieve a vibrant economic growth.
Moreover, promoting regular tourism as
some cities in the region lay on the red-
sea coast, and has society culture of
restaurants and entertainment. The
western province has a great potential in
having free trade zones as well which
requires attracting and familiarizing

foreign investors of valuable investment
opportunities, catalyzed by its important
harbours, relatively cheap electricity,
international airports, and access to
regional and domestic markets. Never-
theless, this entails developing efficient
native manpower, existence of necessary
infrastructure, and of more importance
modernizing removing trade complexities
and introducing a free trade zone law. It
also requires strengthening the essential
role of trade links between Saudi Arabia
and the world and closely monitor future
developments on the global markets to
identify areas of beneficial strategic alli-
ances with major trade partners. Being
able to reduce the overall cost of trade
reduces the logistic expenses and hence
allows the Kingdom to become a major
competitive edge of international compa-
nies targeting Middle East markets, and
with its accession to the WTO the position
of this region and its advantages will

become more apparent. It is essential,
however, after attracting multinationals,
to create specialized training programs in
the local educational system, by develo-
ping clusters and encouraging enterpri-
ses in free trade zones to build linkages
with the Saudi economy, in order to avoid
isolated zones problem. 

On the Northern region front, capitalising
on its agriculture and other advantages, it
could develop as a thriving centre of agri-
culture and tourism. This could be achie-
ved through creating a strategy to preser-
ve, restore and market the historic
resources of the region. The Southern
region has agriculture potential as well
which can be increasingly exploited. Uni-
versity cities and training institutions
could be established in small cities all
over the Kingdom to attract services and
job opportunities. However, providing

well-developed and comprehensive
public transportation means such as
buses and railways, to link the whole eco-
nomy regions and sectors, is crucial to
the success of implementing these plans.

The Kingdom's long-term strategy inclu-
ding all regions should entail many impor-
tant issues when putting its action plans.
In tandem with the legal and governmen-
tal reforms, the development of business
morality is one of the challenges facing
the Kingdom. This could be conquered
through promoting entrepreneurial deve-
lopment of value-added industries with
high multiplier effects on the economy.
Moreover, the strategy should move from
supporting employment in low-skill, low-
productivity sectors to more skill-intensi-
ve and higher-productivity jobs. That
would entail greater access to computers
and the Internet, more support for
restructuring education and R&D in the

Kingdom, and more access to the job
market for Saudi women. It also requires
enhancing private training programs for
specific jobs with international standards
whilst promote regional adoption of the
talent visa model to meet short-term skill
gaps. Most importantly, Saudi Arabia
needs to pool its resources to provide a
home market that can sustain modern
technological and knowledge based indu-
stries. In order to achieve effective exe-
cution, it is essential to set up priorities in
the strategy, the private sector should be
encouraged, and public expenditure
should be re-examined and rationalized.
It is also important to identify the corpora-
tions really able to help in fulfilling strate-
gies of sustainable development.

The main exporters of pharma-
ceuticals to Saudi Arabia are the United
Kingdom (16,2%), Switzerland (12,7%),
USA (12,9%) and Germany (10,9%).
Rafaat Salamah, Siemens Ltd., introdu-
ced the market for medical equipment in
Saudi Arabia. The Ministry of Health is
the largest buyer of medical equipment,
representing around 60% of the market.
Over US-$ 3 billion are spent annually
on upgrading and expansion. The care
of handicapped persons is becoming
more prominent. The new co-operative
medical insurance has an effect on the
market as the opening of new hospitals
are expected since it provides an incen-
tive for all clinics, hospitals and medical
centers to improve their standards.
Mamdouh Al Shanqiti, Siemens Ltd.,
described the characteristics of the

Visit of Green Crescent Hospital in Riyadh
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In Riyadh the German Ambassador to
the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, Dr. Ger-
hard Enver Schrömbgens, informed
the delegation about the political and
economic environment of Saudi Arabia.

A num-
ber of medical departments of the hospi-
tal has expanded at the end of January.
It treats over 55% of cancer cases regi -
stered in the Kingdom, conducts one
third of kidney transplant operations and
almost 50% of liver transplants.

During bilateral business talks, organi-
zed by the German-Saudi Arabian Liai -
son Office for  Economic Affairs (GESA-
LO), the members of the delegation had
an excellent opportunity to get in contact
with their Saudi counterparts. During a
visit to the Saudi Arabian General
Investment Authority (SAGIA) high ran-
king representatives among them
Abdulrahman Bin Zarah, Deputy
Governor, informed about the new
foreign investment law.

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Five years from now, what role do you
think women will play in Saudi Arabia?

I am confident that five years from now
we will see Saudi women holding exe-
cutive positions in private sector com-
panies. We will also see women in the
consultative assembly, and perhaps
even a women minister or two. Now is
the time for women to participate more.
Although women only started to be
educated in Saudi Arabia 40 years ago,
there are now more female than male
university graduates. 

How many more?

If we look at the total figures, we see
that 65 percent of graduates are
women and 35 percent are men. We
have eight universities, of which seven
have colleges around the country. All

these university graduates will be loo-
king for jobs and for greater opportuni-
ties.

That may have profound impact on the
Saudi economy, notably by increasing
its size. 

Yes, I think so. We have around 6 mil-
lion expatriates in Saudi Arabia, which
implies the transfer of a great deal of
money outside the country. Those
women will replace the expatriates in
many areas and this will have a pro-
found impact on the economy. 

What are the major obstacles for
women? What legislation has been
introduced to make life easier for them?

The major obstacle facing women in
business is their lack of business know-

ledge. Furthermore, there are not
enough Saudi employees because
Saudi employees are always ready to
go into the public sector. They need
training for development. Moreover,
women need training in business to
develop their skills. 

What are your goals in terms of trans-
forming society and ensuring that more
women are involved in business?

I’m trying to set an example for my stu-
dents to show them that, despite all the
obstacles, they really can achieve
things if they want to. I write a lot of stu-
dies and present  the conclusions to the
government. I would like to do some-
thing to help women opening doors and
achieving the goals that they have set
themselves.

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The Arab Health 2004 exhibition and
conference at the Dubai International
Exhibition Centre attracted some 1600
exhibitors from 50 countries. The show -
now one of the world's largest annual
healthcare events - serves a multi-billion
market for medical products, equipment
and services. This year's show incorpo-
rated five vertical events: International
Health Services (HIS), a dedicated
show for hospitals, clinics and insurance
companies involved in the expanding
worldwide market for overseas and
distance healthcare facilities; Pharmacy,
Arab Dentistry, MedLab, for laboratory
and biotechnology products, and the
Hospital Design and Interiors. The Inter-
national Arab Health Congress which
ran alongside the event included ten
conferences and a symposium. The
Congress is now recognised as one of
the most important healthcare gathe-
rings in the Middle East.

The Middle East has seen a rapid
expansion in healthcare facilities, with

high quality equipment and advances in
facility management and human resour-
ce development. Germany has traditio-
nally played an important role in suppor-
ting the ambitious healthcare moderni-
sation plans which form the cornerstone
for socio-economic development in the
Middle East region. Particularly in coun-
tries that offer state-
of the-art medical
services, German
medical equipment is
in high demand. In
2002, Germany
exported nearly EUR
440 million worth of
medical equipment
to the region, this
being part of a EUR
8,9 billion package of
medical equipment
sold globally. The top
export destination for
medical equipment
(medizinische Gerä-
te und orthopädische

Vorrichtungen) in 2002 was Iraq (EUR
109,7 million), followed by Saudi-Arabia
(EUR 91,5 million). Further important
customers in the region are the UAE
(EUR 60,5 million), Iran (EUR 57,8 mil -
lion)and Egypt (EUR 48,7 million).

The export of advanced medical equip-
ment is just one aspect of healthcare
made in Germany. An increasing num-
ber of patients from abroad is taking
advantage of the diagnostic and thera-
peutic benefits offered by the German
health care system. Germany is home to
over 2000 acute care hospitals, more
than 1000 rehabilitation centres and
over 290.000 highly trained doctors. 

Arab Health 2004 featured 25 national
pavilions. Germany was again the lar-
gest group with three major pavilions in
Halls 4, 5 and 7. Over 200 companies
and 60 of Germany's best hospitals, cli -
nics and other health care providers par-
ticipated at the show. In addition to

His team is trying hard to encourage an ent-
repreneurial spirit in Iraq. Foley said that
signs of economic progress in Iraq are
encouraging: the business has picked up,
markets are full, and there is a high demand
for consumer goods and services. People
are buying for cash satellite dishes and cell
phones. "The private sector, with liberaliza-
tion since the war, is responding quite effec-
tively," he said. "There are positive and
powerful forces in the economy like a large
population, oil, water, central location, well
trained young labour force and an agricultu-
ral base." Last year, CPA officials estimated
the unemployment rate nationwide at
50 percent. "Now, the Ministry of Plan-
ning has released a 28 percent number,
which conforms with the rate at a CPA
Study which put the unemployment rate
in the mid-20s", he said. Increase of
public employees has been quite signi-
ficant. A new army and a police force
are being built up. 30 to 35% increase

of GDP in the non-oil sector for this
year and an economic boom are expec-
ted. With some four months before the
scheduled return of self-governance to
the Iraqis by June 30, the goal is to
make sure that most of the US-$ 18,6
billion gifted and granted to Iraq was
spent in the country for doing business
and for creating jobs. The private sec-
tor, Foley said, is open to anybody, and
subcontractors could benefit in the futu-
re: there are good chances in sectors
like consumer electronics, consumer
branded products, telecommunication,
hotels, construction and petrochemical
products. Many companies are already
coming to Iraq. U.S., international and
regional companies are investing in the
country. This is an indication that inter-
national investors believe in the future
of a democratic Iraq. Iraq needs foreign
investment and foreign technology.
Some companies come to the CPA;
many go directly to Iraqis. In Foley's
opinion there are two issues that hold
back investors and business people:

security and legal ambiguities.
"Obviously there are security risks in
Iraq but they are manageable."
Western civilians are not targeted, and
the statistical risk to get killed there is
pretty low. The legal and regulatory
environment poses some challenges
for companies but this is improving
rapidly with the creation of new com-
mercial laws. Companies should not
wait too long, otherwise they will not be
competitive any more. Foreign busi-
ness companies should look for Iraqi
partners. There are advantages like
language skill, cultural awareness, etc.
which are important. One is likely to be
more successful if one works directly
with Iraqis rather than going through
agents from other countries. As long as
the CPA is there it can assist foreign
companies to find a partner. The CPA
cooperates with the Ministry of Trade
closely. Iraqi economy, he said, will be
an engine for the rest of the region, and
foreign companies should not miss this
opportunity.
